ACCELERATED READER PROCEDURES 
 
We encourage the children to read the books on their own, but children may read with their par-
ents for these circumstances: 

 Grades 1-8 
 Reading together for family time 
 Reading to a struggling student.  (With teacher permission) 

 
Grades 1-5 

Teacher gives permission for child who is reading challenging material and needs 
help. 

Children will take required tests such as: Reading quizzes, leveled reader books, and 
assigned novels during school.  Other tests can be taken during child’s computer 
time or free time. 

If a child waits too long to take a test they may forget the information.  If a child 
needs extra time to take tests, they maybe taken before or after school with teacher’s 
permission when accompanied by an adult. 

Prizes are awarded for reaching goals set by teacher. 
Children reaching their goal with a 70% or higher in grades 1-5 will be awarded a 

pool party at the Gateway YWCA in Winston-Salem at the end of the school year. 
 
Grades 6-8 

Participating Middle School teachers would like to challenge the students to surpass 
their average number of points beginning June 22 and ending May 24th.  The top 
three students per class that exceed the average points will be given a ticket to 
Carowinds. 

Children reaching their goal with a 70% or higher in grades 6-8 will be awarded a 
trip to “Emerald Point Water Park”. 

If you find that a test is not on A/R, you may purchase the test for $3.50 through the 
school provided the test is available.  Tests will be ordered each quarter.  You can 
find out if a test is available by looking up www.renaissancelearning.com.
